Colonial House Web Quest

· Log on to the school’s computer using your own ID numbers. Access the Student drive.

Follow exactly the next six bulleted instructions:

· Open the file in the folder labeled, “Mrs. Lobe’s Colonial Template” on the Student drive.
· Select “File, Save As.” Click on the Student drive.

· On Student Drive, Double-click on Lobe’s Social Studies Folder.

·  Open your class period folder by double clicking on it.
· Open a New Folder (the one with the twinkle on it). Name the folder YOUR STUDENT NUMBER. 

· Finally!  Save the Word Document inside the new folder as (Your Name), Colonial Quest. The quest file will be inside the folder that is titled with your student number. You may be saving other social studies files in there throughout the year. Do NOT share your student number with ANYONE except a teacher!

You will use the Word pages/template for recording answers for this assignment. Switch back and forth between the Colonial House web pages and your Word document/template to find and record your answers.
BE SURE TO SAVE often after you enter information! 

Once you “Save As” you need only click the floppy disk icon on the toolbar to save, but BE SURE you know the correct path to save your information.


IN THIS ORDER access the pages on the website and answer the following questions on the corresponding pages of the Word document template.

1. Under “Interactive History,” use the pull down menu. Select “Dress Me Up.”  

Complete the activity. (No answers on the template for this activity.)

2. Next, go to “Fantastic Voyage” on the pull-down menu.  Complete the activity/quiz #s 1 – 15.  

Read your assessment, highlight from “See the Details on Your Performance Below” to the bottom of the page, copy it, and paste into the first text box section of your template in the “Fantastic Voyage” section.  Save.

3. Select “1628 Across the Continent.” Answer the questions for each section in the corresponding part of the template you saved in your folder. Save after answering each section.

4. Choose “’Tis a Very Dirty Manner of Life” Start with the first selection; read, then guess who it is.  You can’t go on until you guess correctly!  Go on to the second selection and do the same. Choose two readings and answer any questions on the template that relate to this section. (If you can’t understand what they are saying in the old dialect, select the “real” transcript below.) Save.

5. Select “Voices Long Unheard”
View the selections for Jeff Lin-Native Americans, Amy-Kristina Herbert-Women and Men, Jonathon Allen-Indentured Servant, Michelle Voorhees-Labor.

Answer the questions on the template, using appropriate language in a complex sentence (or two) that relate to each person’s account. Save.
6. Choose “Would You Have Survived on the Colony?”
Answer the eight questions.  When you get your results, highlight the page, copy, and paste into your Word document section for this page.  Save.

7. Select “Myth Conceptions”

You will write about one of the answers that you got incorrect, and how it was different than what you believed in a paragraph of 4 – 5 sentences.  Use the back button, if necessary, to find a choice. The order of the paragraph is on the template (Word document) that you should be typing answers in. (Ex:  Why you were under a misconception, or why you didn’t understand – what was different from what you thought, etc.)

First, answer the 15 questions. Keep track of how many you get right and record your score in the correct section of your Word document.  Write your paragraph. Save.
8. Review all of your answers, and be sure you have information in each block. Be sure it is saved to your class period folder under your student number.   
****!!!!!!Be sure to save a back-up copy to your own student folder just in case something happen!!!!!!******
9. If you finish early, you may read or quietly help someone else who isn’t finished yet. Be sure to tell Mrs. Lobe you are finished and ask permission to change activities.

SCAN and SKIM for key words or phrases to answer the questions in each section.


England may be referred to as Great Britain, Britain, or England.  They are all the SAME country. (Ex: Like US and America mean our country.)


Text boxes – don’t alter them!  You MUST FIT your answer in the boxes in ALL categories.


Inside text boxes, use mouse to click where you want to start your answer OR use up & down arrows to navigate.





In 1628 Across the Continent:


Be sure you are on the correct section before answering.


Questions are chronological in each section.


Start your answer right after the “?” if you can.


Do not leave a space line between your answer and the next question.


It’s OK to use the “&” sign for “and.”


Watch for irregular spellings-there weren’t dictionaries in 1628 and most people had haphazard education/writing skills.
